Introduction

Purpose

The purpose of this plan is to develop policies and procedures for responding to hazardous materials incidents and/or accidents in compliance with the requirements of Title III of the Emergency Planning Community Right to Know Act (EPCRA) (SARA) of 1986, as codified in 42 USC 11000 to 11050 and s. 323.60(1)(e), Wis. Stats., in order to protect the community from the harmful and possibly life-threatening effects of a hazardous materials release.

This plan defines the roles, responsibilities, and inter/intra-organizational relations of government and private organizations in response to a hazardous material incident and includes requirements for the development/update of the Strategic Plan.

This plan forms a part of the County ERP, by reference.

Responsibilities

Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC)
Local Emergency Planning Committee Members: (Separate Document) or available on the county website https://www.co.waushara.wi.us/ 
Develop the EPCRA County Wide Hazardous Materials Plan/Strategic Plan and Off-Site Facility Plans in coordination with Emergency Management, annually review and update, and ensure that exercises are conducted as required.

Review the off-site facility emergency plans submitted by facilities.

Publish, annually, a notice in a local media source that the County Wide Hazardous Materials Plan/Strategic Plan and Off-Site Facility Plans, safety data sheets, and inventory forms have been submitted under Section 324 of Title III, and are available for public inspection.

Provide information to the public as required in Section 312 of Title III, consistent with Section 322, Trade Secrets.

Receive and maintain copies of EPCRA reports.

The LEPC and the Emergency Management Director make the determinations along with the Facility Coordinators necessary to implement the EPCRA County Wide Hazardous Materials Plan/Strategic Plan.

Emergency Management Groups
Responsibilities and coordination are covered in the Waushara County Emergency Response Plan (ERP).

Fixed Facility
Planning requirements: Any facility that produces, uses, or stores any extremely hazardous substances in quantities equal to or greater than threshold planning quantities are required to participate in the planning process.

Reporting requirements:

· An owner/operator of a facility subject to the provisions of EPCRA Sections 311/312 must comply under the requirements of s.323.60 (5)(a)3, Wisconsin Statutes. [SDS chemical list / Tier II filings].

· Employees and agents of facilities are obligated to comply with the provisions for the discharge (release or spill) of a hazardous substance as required under the state hazardous substance spill law, s.292.11, Wisconsin Statutes.
Hazard Analysis


County Profile

Waushara County has approximately 24,520 residents according to the 2020 decennial census. Population centers are widely dispersed throughout the county.

Waushara County encompasses 626.2 square miles in the east central region of Wisconsin.
Land area breakdown:
· Agriculture (irrigated and non-irrigated): 185.20 sq miles

· Vacant (Grasslands/Barren): 97.19 sq miles

· Woodlands (planted and general): 289.49 sq miles

· Surface Water: 12.55 sq miles

· *Urban Areas: 12.72 sq miles

· **Wetlands: 93.62 sq miles

*Note: Urban areas have corporate boundary limits, within these boundaries you may have vacant, agricultural, water, and/or woodlands.
**Note: Wetlands cover some of the land used above. They are not incorporated into the land use file, so there may be agricultural, vacant, or woodlands lying within the wetland area.

There are over 100 lakes and 40 creeks and rivers in Waushara County. Any hazardous materials response involving these waterways could quickly turn into an ecological disaster without prompt, positive action.

In addition to the named lakes, there are also 45 unnamed lakes covering 186.38 acres of land. Additionally, there are 28 unnamed creeks that travel 29.95 miles.

The large number of waterways suggests that cooperation between the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources and the Waushara County Hazardous Materials Response Team should be assured prior to an incident. A proactive program must be followed to facilitate cooperation and sharing of information before, during, and after an incident occurs.

Airports

Waushara County has two active airports located in Wautoma and Wild Rose. There is also an airport in the Town of Coloma that is quite active during the summer farming season. Additionally, there is a landing strip located west of Plainfield, operated by Reabe Spraying Service, which may be the busiest of all aircraft landing facilities during the peak agricultural season. A few other landing strips are scattered around farms or near larger industrial facilities.

Highways

Interstate 39/U.S. Highway 51 crosses the county in a north/south direction, passing through the Towns of Coloma, Hancock, and Plainfield in the western section of the county. This major highway is a four-lane divided road with limited access at each of the mentioned municipalities. Heavy truck traffic is normal on this highway year-round, with added hazards during the tourist season due to increased traffic loads. A Wisconsin State Patrol truck scale, located on Interstate 39 between Coloma and Hancock, is an important tool for enforcing hazardous materials transportation regulations.

State Highway 21 crosses the county in an east/west direction along the entire southern section of Waushara County. This highway serves as a main east/west corridor in the State of Wisconsin, connecting the Oshkosh/Appleton industrialized area to western Wisconsin and Interstate 94. It is primarily a two-lane non-divided highway throughout Waushara County, with an exception near Silver Lake to the west end of the Wautoma city limits, where it is a four-lane non-divided highway. Heavy truck traffic is common on this road throughout the year.

Four other state highways cross Waushara County:

· State Highway 22: Bisects the county in a north/south direction through its center.

· State Highway 73: Crosses in a northwest/southeast direction from south of Wautoma through Plainfield and west to the county line.

· State Highway 49: Crosses in a north/south direction on the east side of the county.

· State Highway 152: Meanders from Wautoma north to Mt. Morris.

These highways mainly experience automobile traffic, with occasional truck traffic, most of which is local in origin and destination. Additionally, many county highways and local roads are major farm equipment corridors, with narrow design and crowning effects making them difficult to drive on and hazardous.

While some highways may appear non-hazardous due to the type of traffic, farm traffic can be hazardous depending on the herbicides, pesticides, and fertilizers transported. These chemicals are often delivered to rural farm areas by commercial trucking.

Pipeline Hazards

Waushara County has an underground gasoline pipeline running from the Plainfield area in the northwest, through Wautoma, and continuing southeast. The Koch Pipeline Co., Inc., based in Wichita, Kansas, is responsible for this pipeline. The control and responsibility of the pipeline lies with Mike Kostelecky (651.458.4857), and the Environmental Division Head is Nicolle Nyzio (651.437.0996). The 24-hour toll-free number for emergencies is 800-688-7594. This pipeline eventually feeds into the Milwaukee area.

Natural Gas Pipelines

There are two natural gas pipeline companies in Waushara County: We Energies Gas and Electric Company and ANR Pipeline Company. The size and location of these pipelines can be viewed on the map in Attachment IV.

Most Common EHS and Tier II Chemicals Transported Through the County

There are approximately 13 Extremely Hazardous Substances (EHSs) located in fixed facilities throughout Waushara County. These substances range in quantity from 60 to 60,000 pounds per facility site.

There are approximately 176 hazardous substances located in fixed facilities throughout Waushara County. These substances range in quantity from 1 pound to 6,800,000 pounds.

It is assumed that exposure to all transported hazardous substances will result from road and pipeline delivery. Furthermore, it is assumed that the largest over-the-road container does not carry more than 40,000 lbs.

There are approximately 13 extremely hazardous chemicals transported annually throughout Waushara County, but the potential exists for the transport of any EHS listed on the United States Environmental Protection Agency’s List of Lists or the Department of Labor’s Occupational Safety and Health Administration’s Toxic and Hazardous Substances List. These substances are transported in containers that range from 10-ounce agricultural packages to 196,000 pounds of rail car quantities.

Notifications

Methods for Determining That a Release Has Occurred

The Waushara County Communications Center will receive the initial notification that a release has occurred:

· From the facility or transport vehicle

· From the first responder by radio transmission or phone call

· Citizen Report

The communications person receiving the notification of a hazardous substance discharge (spill/release) will acquire as much information as possible and will report it to the WI DNR via phone at 800-943-0003 or at https://dnr.wisconsin.gov/topic/Spills/report.html .
Incident information will follow the WI DNR protocol as outlined at https://dnr.wisconsin.gov/topic/Spills/report.html 
Alert, Warning, and Emergency Public Information

Alert and warning procedures are covered in the County ERP, ESF-2. b. Emergency Public Information is covered in the County ERP, ESF-15.

Communications

Communications procedures are covered in the County ERP, ESF-2.

Special Title II Notification Requirements for Facilities

Community Emergency Coordinator for the Local Emergency Planning Committee must be notified of all spills. Contact Emergency Management Director at (920) 787-0468.

State Emergency Response Commission and the DNR must be notified. Contact the Spill Coordinator at (800) 943-0003.

Written follow-up emergency notice shall be provided by the owner or operator as soon as practicable after a release which requires notice under Section 304(a).

Resource Management

This manual is updated on an annual basis in conjunction with POW, ERP, ESF-7 requirements, and/or more often as significant changes occur.

Response Procedures

Direction and Control procedures are covered in the County ERP.

Emergency Support Functions are in the County ERP, with the appropriate ESF functions assigned.

Individual Agency Plans (IAPs) should exist for each of those agencies, addressing specific elements such as Chain of Command, Support Systems, SOPs, etc. Reference guidance for ERP, Basic Plan, and/or appropriate ESF. If these IAPs do not exist, they need to be developed by the support agency.


Cleanup Documentation and Investigative Follow-up



Department of Natural Resources’ Responsibility Under the Wisconsin Spill Law s.144.76.

Responsibility is based on Administrative Code NR 1-58 for follow-up on reported releases or spills.

DNR field staff may respond through district response teams. District response teams perform a variety of duties:

· (1) Investigate spills

· (2) Ensure spillers restore the damaged environment to its original state

· (3) Oversee proper disposal

· (4) Select and supervise contractors for emergency investigation and cleanup

· (5) Provide data to process enforcement actions and reimbursement billings

· (6) Maintain spill response equipment

Most of the time, a spill is handled quickly and competently by the spiller and local authorities. In these cases, the DNR investigates the spill but usually does not participate in the cleanup. When the department becomes involved in spill cleanup, DNR field staff act as project managers, reviewing investigation results and selecting cleanup measures.

Training

Hazardous Materials training takes place on an as-needed basis. All Technicians and Specialists are encouraged to attend these meetings to keep their ratings current. Additional training is solicited from Technical College in the areas of basic hazardous materials subjects such as identification, analysis, contingency planning, pesticides, and planning. 

Based on the frequency of release, quantity, and vulnerability zone, training would be concentrated in the main areas of chlorine, farm chemicals (mainly Anhydrous Ammonia), and petroleum products (mainly diesel fuel and gasoline).

*Note: Waushara County has minimal capabilities in radiological incident response and recovery.

Local Training Efforts:
Waushara County Firefighters are all volunteers:

· Each Fire Service in the County conducts in-service training at their regular fire meetings. If the local training officer cannot teach the class on special training, an appropriate institution is asked, and an instructor provides special emphasis on hazardous materials education.

· Local Fire Departments needing training in Hazardous Materials can also request formal training from the Wisconsin Emergency Management, Waupaca County Hazardous Materials Team, or one of the schools, by contacting the Office of Emergency Management.

Exercises

Exercises

Exercises will be scheduled and conducted annually per EPCRA requirements. The County Emergency Management Director will coordinate the schedule of exercises.

Volume: Unknown

Cause: Ruptured Hydraulic Fluid line

Response: Response to scene and put oil dri down. 

Impact: Very little, this was on a blacktop road. Spiller cleaned up the oil dri. 

B. Incident 2: 05/13/2024

Location: County Road V, West of I39

· Monitoring: Waushara County Highway shop monitored the area for several days

· Lesson 1: We need more public awareness of these types of incidents. 
· Lesson 2: Work with the companies on what to do in these events.
Future Prevention Strategies

· Strategy 1: Reach out to the farms in the area and educate them on when to report these and then how to stop the fluid once these lines break.
